Six ribbons will be awarded in each class, with the exception of the Challenge 
Class and the Cooler Show Classic, which will have eight Champion and  
Reserve ribbons will be awarded in each division in addition to monetory 
award.

Show Fees & Rules 

Discourtesy to an official by any spectator, rider, trainer or groom will  
disqualify the horses or horses with which they are associated and all fees will 
be forfeited. Accept that management reserves the right cancel or combine 
classes and to interpret all questions and conditions in regards to or arising 
out of an incident at the show without claims for damages or recourse of any 
kind. 

Management reserves the right to interpret all questions and conditions in 
regards to or arising out of an incident at the show without claims for  
damages or recourse of any kind.  All questions not covered in these rules and 
regulations shall be decided by Management, and their decision is final.   
Management reserves the right to cancel or combine classes or to reschedule 
classes. 

Condition of Entry 

I understand and accepts the inherent risks of equine activities.  

I agree and choose to participate voluntarily in the competition with my 
horse, as a rider, handler, lessee, owner, agent, coach, trainer or as a parent 
or guardian of a junior exhibitor, and am fully aware and acknowledge that 
horse sports and the competition involve inherent dangerous risks of 
accident, loss and serious bodily injury including broken bones, head 
injuries, trauma, pain, suffering or death. 

I agree to indemnify the competition, the management, VBHSA, Show 
Facility, the affiliated associations, and to hold them harmless with respect 
to claims for harm to me or my horse and from any harm caused by me or 
my horse to others, at the competition. 

If a parent, guardian or trainer of a junior/child exhibitor, consents to the 
child’s participation and agree to all the above provisions and agree to 
assume all of the obligations of this release on the child’s behalf. In the 
event of any exhibitor, agent, trainer fails to sign the entry form, their first 
entry into the grounds shall be construed as acceptance of the rules of the 
show and show facility. 

Every horse entered for competition will be under the control of Show 
Management but Management will in no case be responsible for any loss or 
damage that may occur, and it shall be a condition of entry that each 
exhibitor shall hold the Show, the Management, and the show facility 
harmless for any loss or accident to his or her horse, horses, or equipment 
which may occur from sickness, fire or otherwise.
