Awards and Regulations:

Six ribbons will be awarded in all classes. A Champion and Reserve ribbon and

prize will be awarded in each division. All exhibitors must wear ASTM/SEI approved

headgear at all times when mounted on the show grounds. A horse or pony must have
entered, and completed at least one jumping class in a division in order to be eligible for

the under saddle class. A negative Coggins test is required of all animals on the

grounds. This show is run in accordance with the current ground rules of the VHSA with

the exception of fence height.

We reserve the right to refuse any entry, to change the time schedule, to combine

classes, or change Judges at any time. There will be no posted jump order with the
exception of Equitation classes. The one-minute rule for entering the ring will be

enforced. Horse Show Management and its staff will not be responsible for accidents or

loss of property.

All juniors must have an adult oversee schooling. At management’s discretion,

any exhibitor deemed unsafe or not in control may be asked to leave the ring or
schooling area.
