CALIFORNIA WARM UP: May be ridden at start of each division (unjudged)  
1. Warm Up Course B  
~LOW/SCHOOLING/GREEN HORSE HUNTER: Open to horses and ponies. No restrictions 
on riders. Fences set at 2’ for Low and 2’6 for Schooling. (May be split if entries warrant)    
2.   Low/Schooling/Green Hunter over fences Course A  
3.   Low/Schooling/Green Hunter over fences Course B  
4.   Low/Schooling/Green Hunter under saddle  
*~PONY/GREEN PONY HUNTER DIVISION: Open to ponies ridden by juniors. Small/
Medium/Large ponies. Fences to be set at 2’ (sm), 2’3’ (med) & 2’6’ (lrg). Green Pony open to 
Ponies in their 1st or second year showing at regulation heights. (May be split if entries 
warrant)    
5.   Pony/Green Pony Hunter over fences Course A  
6.   Pony/Green Pony Hunter over fences Course B  
7.   Pony/Green Pony Hunter under saddle  
*~PONY EQUITATION: Open to ponies ridden by Juniors. Fences to be set at 2’ (sm), 2’3 
(med) and 2’6 (lrg). ¼ of class may return for flat phase. Judged on equitation.  
8.   Pony Equitation Over Fences  
LEADLINE: Open to riders 7 yrs and under as of Dec 1st of current show year. Riders not 
allowed to cross enter into any classes where they would be asked to trot. (Class #10 BHSA 
recognized, points to rider)  
9.    Leadline 100% rider  
10.  Leadline 50% rider/ 50% pony 
11.  Leadline 100% rider w/ test. (jump position, drop reins or stirrups, etc.) 
~PRE SHORT STIRRUP EQUITATION: Open to all riders 10 and under,  riders may only 
cross enter into Pleasure Walk/Trot classes. Judged on equitation.  
12.  Pre Short Equitation Walk Only  
13.  Pre Short Equitation Walk/Trot  
14.  Pre Short Equitation Walk/Sit-Trot/Jumping Position  
~SHORT STIRRUP EQUITATION: Open to all riders 12 and under, riders may only cross 
enter into Short Stirrup Hunter, Pleasure Divisions & Eq on the Flat. Judged on equitation.  
15.  Short Stirrup Equitation Walk/Trot  
16.  Short Stirrup Equitation Walk/Trot/Canter  
17.  Short Stirrup Equitation over fences (18”)  
*SHORT STIRRUP HUNTER: Open to all riders 12 and under, riders may only cross enter 
into Short Stirrup Eq, Pleasure Divisions & Eq on the Flat.  
18.  Short Stirrup Hunter over fences Course A (18”)  
19.  Short Stirrup Hunter over fences Course B (18”)  
20.  Short Stirrup Hunter Walk/Trot/Canter  
~STUDENT HUNTER EQUITATION: Open to riders in their 1st or 2nd  year of showing over 
fences at 2’ or higher as of Dec 1 of the current show yr.  Riders competing in the Student 
Equitation Division are limited to 2 years only. Judged on equitation.   
21.  Student Equitation Walk/Trot 
22.  Student Equitation Walk/Trot/Canter 
23.  Student Equitation Over Fences Over Fences (2’) 
*~PLEASURE PONY DIVISION: Open to ponies ridden by Juniors.  
24.  Pleasure Pony Walk/Trot  
25.  Pleasure Pony Go-as-You-Please  
26. Pleasure Pony Walk/Trot/Canter  
*~ADULT/JUNIOR PLEASURE HORSE DIVISION: Open to all horses.  No restrictions on 
riders.  (May be split if entries warrant) 
27.  Pleasure Horse Walk/Trot  
28. Pleasure Horse Go-as-You-Please 
29. Pleasure Horse Walk/Trot/Canter  
*~EQUITATION ON THE FLAT (May be split if entries warrant)  

RULES 
 

NO DOGS PERMITTED! 
 
A $10 office fee will be charged for each horse and rider combination. 
 

• Divisions may be combined or split if entries warrant.  

• Ribbons awarded to 6th place. Champion and Reserve ribbons awarded in 
divisions with 3 or more classes. 

• All Hunter classes will be judged on performance, including way of going, 
jumping style, and soundness. Manners and Suitability emphasized.  

• All Equitation classes will be judged on hands, seat, guidance and control.  

• All Pleasure classes will be judged on performance and soundness with 
emphasis on manners and suitability as a pleasure mount.  

• Denoted classes are governed by the rules and specifications set by the current 
VHSA / BHSA rule book.  

• All decisions by the judge are final.  

• Hard hats must be worn at all times while mounted. Juniors must have ASTM 
approved helmets with harness securely fastened.  

• Picturesque Farm, employees, and associates will not be held responsible for a 
loss,  accident, or injury during any show. Entry onto these grounds constitutes 
agreement and knowledge thereof.  

• Schooling attire permitted. 

• Pre-entries are strongly encouraged. Pre-entries will be accepted until the 
Monday the week of the show.
