Awards given through 6th place.
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California Warm-up: unjudged, only one trip per horse/rider combo

Leadline: Open to riders 7 years and younger as of Dec. 1 of the current show year.
Riders not allowed to cross enter into any trot classes.

Pre-Short Stirrup Equitation: Open to riders 10 years and under as of Dec. 1 of the
current show year. Riders may not cross enter into canter or jumping classes.

Short Stirrup EQ : Open to riders 12 years and under as of Dec. 1 of the current
show year. Riders may not cross enter into classes with jumps higher than 18”.
Courses may be trotted.

Long Stirrup EQ : Open to riders 13 years and older as of Dec. 1 of the current
show

year. Riders may not cross enter into classes with jumps higher than 18”. Courses
may be trotted.

Student Equitation: Open to riders in their 1st or 2 nd year of showing 2" or higher
as
of 12/1/125. Courses may be trotted.

Pleasure: Judged on manners, suitability, soundness and way of going. Ponies must
be ridden by Juniors.

Equitation on the Flat: Open to Juniors and Adult Amateurs. May be split into
Juniors 14 and under, Juniors 15-17, and Adult Amateur.

Limit Rider Hunter: Open to horses/ponies ridden by Juniors/Adult
Amateurs.Riders may not cross enter into Equitation over fences classes or any
class withfences 2°6” or higher. Ponies must be ridden by juniors. Horses and
ponies may

cross enter.

Low Hunter: Open to horses and ponies. No restrictions on riders.
Maiden Hunter: Open to Horses or Ponies in their 1st year of showing over fences
al 2’ or higher as of 12/1/125. May Lrot or canter over fences.

Green Hunter: Open to Horses in their 1st or 2nd year of showing over fences 26 or
higher as of Dec 1, 2025.

Green Pony Hunter: Open Lo ponies in their 1st or second year of showing at
regulation heights as of 12/1/25 ridden by juniors. Fences- sm 2’, med 2’3", Lrg 2°6”
*May be split if entries warrant. New for 2025- A Green Pony is a pony of any age in
his first or second year of showing in any classes that require the Pony to jump the
designated height for Green Pony. Ponies are allowed to show two years as Green
Ponies. If the Pony was shown in Green Pony in 2024, then the Pony may have their
Second Green Year in 2025 (or future years). However, the VHSA Associate Program
will not recognize Second Year Green Pony for any Green Pony shown as a Green
Pony prior to the 2024 Competition Year. Jump Heights-2' Small, 2'3" Medium, 2'6"
Large.

Pony Equitation: Open to Juniors on ponies. Jump heights: Small 2’; Medium
2’3”;Large 2°6”.

Pony Hunter: Open to Ponies 14.2 hands &amp; under ridden by
juniors. Jumps: Small 2 ;Medium 2'3"; Large 2'6".

Children’s/Junior Equitation: Open to Juniors mounted on horses.
Fence height is 2°6” or 3°

Children’s Hunter: Open to Horses ridden by Juniors. Fence height
is2’6”or 3’

Adult Amateur Equitation: Open to Adult Amateurs mounted on
horses. Fence height is 2°6”; or 3’

Adult Amateur Hunter: Open to Horses or Ponies not showing in
any Pony Division ridden by Adult Amateurs. Fence height is 2’6” or
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Thoroughbred Hunter: Open to registered TBs and horses eligible
to be registered. No restriction on riders. Fence height 2°6”

Schooling Hunter: Open to Horses and Ponies; no restriction on
riders.Minimum Jump height is 2°6”; not to exceed 3.

Working Hunter: Open to all Horses, and Ponies not showing in
any Pony Division. Fence height is 2’6", 2’9", or 3" * only 2’9” and 3’
are recognized by BHSA*

Rules & Regulations:

ENTRY FEES: $18.00 per class pre-entry, $20.00 post-entry.

COGGINS TEST: All exhibitors must present a negative Coggins Test report taken within one
year on each animal exhibited. This is a Virginia State Law. Please bring an extra copy to leave

with your entry.

SCHOOLING: Will be permitted only in designated schooling areas from 6:30-7:45AM.

ATTIRE: All exhibitors must wear ASTM/SEI protective helmets with harness fastened at all

times while mounted on the show grounds.

AWARDS: The judge’s decisions are always final. Six ribbons per class. Champion Trophy and
Ribbon and Reserve Champion Trophy and Ribbon in each division. Series year end awards to

be presented at the last show.

Puddle Jumper: Open to horses and ponies. Horses, ponies and
riders may only cross enter into any class not exceeding 3’ if
otherwise eligible.

Novice Jumper: Open to horses and ponies in their 1st or 2nd year of
showing in Jumper classes at 2’6” or higher as of Dec. 1st of the
current show year. Horses and ponies in this division may only cross
enter into Novice Children’s/Adult Amateur Jumper if the rider is
eligible, TB Jumper and Low Jumper and any other class not
exceeding 3’

Novice Children’s/Adult Amateur Jumper: Open horses and ponies
ridden by Children and Adult Amateurs in their 1st or2nd year of
showing in Jumper classes at 2’6” or higher as of Dec. 1st of the
current show year. Riders may only cross-enter into Novice Jumper,
if mount is eligible, TB Jumper and Low Jumper, and any other class
not exceeding 3.

Open Jumper: Open to horses and ponies.
Low Jumper: Open to horses and ponies.

Thoroughbred Jumper: Open to registered Thoroughbreds and those
eligible to be registered.

Junior/Adult Amateur Jumper Equitation: Open to Juniors and Adult
Amateurs. To be judged on hands, seat, guidance, control and
optimum time. Numerical scoring.

Children’s/Adult Amateur Jumper: Open to horses and ponies
ridden by juniors and adult amateur riders.

Schooling, Modified Jumpers: No restriction on horses/ponies or
riders.
