Warm Up - Unjudged and available on upon request in Hunter or
Equitation Divisions Only 1 Warm up per horse and rider combination.
(Course B).
Open Hunter - Open to horses and ponies. Fences 2’ 2°6” or 3°. 2’ does
not count toward VHSA Associate Points.
Green Hunter - Open to all horses or ponies who have not broken their
green status acording to VHSA Rules. Horses should be declared as first
or second year green. Fences 2’- 2°6” for ponies, 2'6 - 3' for horses.
VHSA Thoroughbred Hunter — Limited to horses who are registered
with or eligible to be registered with the Jockey Club. Fences —2°6-3’
VHSA Equitation - Open to Juniors, Amateurs on horses and ponies.
Riders to compete over a course of fences at 2” 2°6 or 3”. Will split
between Juniors, Amateurs, and Ponies if entries warrant.
Walk Trot - Open riders or horses in their first or second year of
showing, and will be judged 50/50 equitation/pleasure. Not VHSA rated.
Junior/Amateur Hunter - Open to Juniors riding horses and Amateurs
riding horses or ponies. Fences 2’ or 2°6”.
Special Hunter - Open to horse and rider combinations not jumping
higher than 2'3 at this horse show. Fences 2'. Not VHSA Associate rated.
Pony Hunter - Open to all ponies ridden by a junior. Fences 2’ for
smalls, 2’3 for mediums, 2’6 for Larges.
Hunter Pleasure - Open to all horses and ponies.
Short Stirrup Hunter - Open to all riders 12 and under. 2' simplified
course or full course Rider's Option. Simple lead changes allowed.
Low Jumper — Open to all horses or ponies. Fences no lower than 2°6
no greater than 3°.
Childrens/Adult Jumper — Open to horses or ponies ridden by a junior
or Adult Amateur. Fences no lower than 2’6 no greater than 3°.
Novice Jumper - Open to all horses and ponies in their first or second
year of showing in Jumper classes at any height. Fences no lower than
2°3” and no higher than 2°6”. May be combined with Novice
Child/Adult if entries warrant.
Novice Child/Adult Jumper - Open to Jr/Amateur riders in their 1st or
2nd year of showing in the Jumper division. Fences no lower than 2'3
and no higher than 2'6. May be combined with Novice when entries
warrant.

MEMBER TO COMPETE IN MEDAL CLASSES:

Fences: Smalls-2’3, Mediums-2’6, Large and Horses-3'.

VHSA CHILDRENS MEDAL - Open to Junior Riders on Horses.
VHSA ADULT MEDAL - Open to Amatuer Riders on Horses.

VHSA PONY MEDAL - Open to Junior Riders on Ponies.
